Address:

Groom and Bride marriage is God's idea not mans. God created man, and then he said in Gen. 2:18 it is not good for man to be
alone so he created him a partner, a friend a wife. Someone once said a woman was created out of the side of man. Not under his
feet to be trampled upon, but out of his side to be equal to him, and under his arm to be protected and near his heart to be loved.

Corinthians Chapter 13 teaches us about Love

Love is patient and Rind; love is not jealous or boastful; it is not arrogant or rude. Love does not insist on its own way; it is not
irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice at wrong, but rejoices in the right. Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all
things, and endures all things.

As you enter marriage, may the light of his presence in your life and works through you be seen as a light in the darkness. . a sign
of God's light and presence. May that truth be reflected as you now take the flames from two separate candles and blend them
into the one center candle. May the Lord unite you with one faith, one hope, and one love. I ask you to light this candle on your
wedding anniversary remembering this day, and the promises made to each other.
